
The second option that can be used is to have separate refuge for corn borer and a separate refuge for corn root-
worm.  Many growers are finding out, that in many cases double stacks and triple stack traits are giving more yield 
than a single trait.  The second option AgriGold is promoting is a 60% YGPLRR, with 20% YieldGard Corn Borer 
with Roundup Ready Corn 2 (BtRR) and 20% YieldGard Rootworm with Roundup Ready Corn 2 (RWRR).  If you 
choose this planting configuration you are now able to have at least a double stack on every acre and still have the 
convenience and flexibility of using glyphosate on all acres.  In 2007, the seed industry will be sold out of YGPLRR 
corn.  Using this type of planting configuration will allow a grower to use the best genetics for a given field and 
stretch their triple stack units further.  In the end with AgriGold, you can get more corn on every acre. 

In 2007, many growers will be adopting the YieldGard Plus Roundup Ready Corn 2 system on many of their corn 
acres due to the yield advantage and convenience this technology offers.  With the adoption of this technology many 
growers will be required to plant a refuge as required by the EPA.  The reason for this is to implement a nationwide 
Insect Resistance Management (IRM) plan that will ensure the insects that feed on this technology will not develop 
resistance.  The one question many growers find themselves asking is, what refuge hybrid should I plant and how 
should I plant my field to accomplish this?

Growers really have two choices when it comes to planting refuge for their YieldGard Plus Roundup Ready Corn 2

above with different block configurations that will meet the 2007 IRM requirements.
